O problémoch, ktoré zdanlivo
usilovne, v skutoénosti viak madlo uspesne, riesi uz dlhé desatro¢ia nasa
civiliz4cia. Rozpad rodiny, postavenie Zien, detf, men3in v spolo¢nosti, nedos-
tatok vody a potravin, ohrozenie lesov, hrozba netolerantnosti a vojny...

Ochrana prirody s vd&inou tychto tém stvisi a celoeurépsky aspekt tohto
problému sa odzrkadluje v publikacidch a aktivitich Rady Eurépy uZ viac ako
Stvrt storocia. Rada Eurépy si je (na rozdiel od mnohych nasich politikov, ktori
o nej tak radi rozpréavaji) vedoma skuto¢nosti, Ze ochranu prirody nemoZno
obmedzovat na chranené tizemia, ale Ze predstavuje zdkladny svetondzorovy
postoj a je nevyhnutnou aktivitou na prospech budtcej kvality Zivota alebo
priam preZitia [udstva. V Eurépskom roku ochrany prirody sa jeho organizatori
obracajti prostrednictvom najrozli¢nejsich zaujmovych skupin - od rolnikov a
rybérov aZ po orgdny samospravy a priemyselné lobby - vlastne na kazdého
Eurépana. Vietky takéto a im podobné Dni a Roky moZno skepticky povaZovat
za velké divadlo. Od divadelného predstavenia sa viak predsa tento Eurépsky
rok ochrany prirody 1i3i. Cim lepSie spini svoje ciele, tym menej sa bude
pocitovat potreba reprizy.

Make a list of all the world or international days, weeks or years you can
remember. In a short time you will obtain a survey about prolonged and
pressing problems of mankind. This list will include problems that are appa-
rently urgent, but in fact not very successfully solved by our civilization. The
break-up of families, the position of women, children, and minorities in society,
lack of water and food, endangerment of forests, threat of intolerance and war...

Nature protection is connected with the majority of these themes and the
European aspect of this problem has been reflected in publications and activities
of the European Council for more than 25 years. The European Council is (in
contradiction to some of our politicians talking about it with pleasure) awarre
of the fact that nature protection should not be limited only to protected areas.
It represents a basic world-view attitude and it is an unavoidable activity for
the benefit of the future quality of life or outright for the survival of mankind.

In the European Nature Conservation Year its organizers appeal to each
European through different interest groups of agrarians and fishermen up to
the organs of self-government and the industrial lobby. All these Days and
Years may be regarded sceptically as a large show. But the present European
Nature Conservation Year differs from theatrical performance. The better it
fulfills its aims, the less will we feel the need for a subsequent performance.
