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Devitdesiate roky a uplatiovanie koncepcie
trvalej udrzateInosti

Ostatné desafroéie v Slovenskej republike, Ceskej republike, ale aj v globdlnom
meradle, charakterizuji rychle a niekedy aZ chaotické zmeny podmienok formu-
jucich Zivot spolotnosti. Vyrazne sa meni vzfah ¢loveka k prostrediui jeho percep-
cia. Reflexia zmien v naSom stredoeurdpskom priestore v devitdesiatych rokoch,
ako aj bliZiaci sa koniec storoda a tisicrodia nds vedu ¢oraz Castejsie k dvaham
o budticom vyvoji spoloénosti.

Politickézmeny, ktoré vytistilido orienticie na trhové hospodarstvoa budovanie
parlamentnej demokracie s prvkami obcianskej spolotnosti, priniesli cely rad spo-
logenskych pohybov a procesov.

Postupne sa decentralizuje riadenie spolotnosti, posilfsje sa jej samospravny
charakter, vznikajii nové institucie, odznova sa buduje podnikatelska sféra, ako aj
treti sektor mimovladnych neziskovych organizécii. Pribida zahraniénych skuse-
nost, pravny systém zacina byt kompatibilnys tym, ktory fungujena zdpad od nas.
Technologické inovécie (najmé v oblasti komunikécie) menia Zivotny Styl, pracu,
vzorce vyroby i spotreby. Tieto rychle zmeny, sprevadzané dosial nepoznanymi
fenoménmi socidlneho, ekonomického i environmentalneho charakteru, prinasaji
okrem pozitivnych aj cely rad negativnych &rt. Rychlosf a chaotickosf sa neraz
prejavuji v hodnotovej dezorientécii jednotlivcov i celych spolocenskych skupin.
Pribiida ¢asto novelizovanych pravnych noriem, ale uplatiiovanie prava i pravne
vedomie spolotnosti nadalej zaostdvajii. Nestabilita, roztriestenosf a absencia
zmysluplnych vizii na politickej scéne sa prenasa do celej spolotnosti. Diametralne
odli3nd Zivotna skisenost vnasa napatie do medzigeneratnych vztahov. Socidlna
priepasf medzi najsolventnejsimi a najmenej solventnymi sa prehlbuje a rozsiruje.
Zlozitost situdcie a jej perspektivne rieSenie je komplikované globalizatnymi pro-
cesmi, ktoré spolocnost nie vzdy adekvitne reflektuje. Vacsia otvorenost vodi za-
hraniiu prinasa okrem rozvoja poznania a prenosu pozitivnych skisenosti aj
negativa, v podobe zvyS3enej kriminality, ale aj Sirenia niektorych dekadentnych
produktov, ba celych kultiirno-spotrebnyjch vzorov.

Cislo Zivotného prostredia, ktoré drzite v rukéch, sa snazi reflektovaf naznacené
a mnohé dalsie problémy a procesy z pohladu environmetalistov a protagonistov
trvalo udrzateIného rozvoja, &i lepSie povedané sposobu Zivota. Robia tak s dora-
zom na préave sa konéiace desafrocie, ktoré bolo na Slovensku i v Cechach zdroven
obdobim transformacie ekonomiky i celej spoloénosti.
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The 1990s and the application of the concept
of sustainable development

The last few decades in the Slovak and Czech Republics, and globally as well,
have been characterised by quick and sometimes chaotic changes of conditions that
affect the life of society. The relation of man to environmentand its perception has
changed significantly. Reflecting on the changes that have taken place in Central
Europe, as well as the approach of a new millennium, leads to more frequent
consideration of the future development of society.

The political changes resulting in an orientation to market economy and building
of parliamentary democracy with the element of civil society, have resulted in social
movements and processes.

The management of society has begun gradually decentralised, new institutions
have been created, the autonomous character of society has been strengthened, and
the entrepreneurial sphere and the third sector of non-governmental, non-profit
organisations have been rebuilt. Foreign experiences are on the increase; and our
legal system has begun to be compatible with those of western countries. Techno-
logical innovations (mainly in the field of communications) have changed the style
of life, work, production and consumption. These quick changes, accompanied by
up to now unknown phenomena of social, economic and environmental character,
incorporate not only positive features, but many negative ones as well. Haste and
chaos are reflected in disorientation of the values of individuals and social groups,
too. The number of frequently novelised legal rules is growing, but the application
of right and legal consciousness of society falls behind. Instability, dispersion and
the absence of meaningful visions on the political scene are transmitted to the
society. Diametrically opposed life experiences put a strain on intergenerationrela-
tions. The social chasm between the most solventand least solvent people is deeper
and deeper. The complexity of the situation and its prospective solution is compli-
cated by the processesof globalisation, which are frequently not enoughreflected by
society. The greater openness to foreign countries brings, besides the development
of cognition and transmission of positive experiences, also negative ones as crime,
propagation of certain decadent products or complete cultural-consumptive pat-
terns.

The issue of Zivotné prostredie you have in your hand tries to reflect the various
problems and processes from the viewpoint of environmentalistsand protagonists
of sustainable developmentand lifestyles. This has been done with the emphasison
the decade, which is coming to a close that was a period of transformation of
economy and society in the Slovak and Czech Republics.
