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Zivotné prostredie po Johannesburgu

Ambiciou prvého svetového summitu o udrzateInom rozvoji, ktory sa u-
skutocnil na prelome augusta a septembra 2002 v juhoafrickom Johannesbur-
gu, bolo volne nadviazat na SummitZeme, ktory sa konal pred desiatimirokmi
v Riu de Janeiro. Navyse, priprava johannesburského summitu bola neroz-
luéne spita s hodnotiacim procesom Rio + 10. Aj preto sa obe podujatia nedaju
od seba oddelit, skor sa Ziada porovnavat ich. Napriek viacerym superlativom,
ktorymi sa vyznacoval johannesbursky summit (viac zucastnenych krajin
i akreditovanych ticastnikov ako v Riu, bezprecedentna ti¢ast predstavitelov
mimovladnych organizacii, ale i velkého biznisu, dobré organizatné zabezpe-
enie a pod.), predsa historickyrn vyznamom za Summitom Zeme citelne
zaostal. Konferencia v Riu pred desiatimi rokmi bola predsa len prvym sveto-
vym podujatim takéhoto komplexného zamerania a prijalo sa tam paf vyz-
namnych dokumentov. Uéastnici summitu v Johannesburgu sice tiez schvalili
dokumenty, ako Politicka deklaracia, Implementaty plan ¢ Partnerské ini-
ciativy, ale ani jeden z nich nemozno povazovat za pocin prelomového vyzna-
mu.

Hodnotenie podujatia bude rozne, neraz i protichodné ¢o napokon doku-
mentuji i prispevky uverejnenév tomto Cisle. Spokojny s vysledkami summitu
bude malokto. Ale ani absoliitne sklamanie nie je celkom na mieste. Podstatne
lepsi vysledok sa v informovanych kruhoch totiz ani neocakaval, vzhladom na
nie velmi uspesny pripravny proces Svetového summitu, ale aj na sicasné
rozloZenie sil a postojov vo svete.

Prvy Svetovy summit o udrzateInom rozvoji sa skondil, kazdodenna praca
na praktickom uskutodiovani tejto koncepcie je v3ak stale iba na zadiatku.
Bude to nielen o jednotlivych problémoch, ale najma o vztahoch medzi nimi.
V tomto smere je velkou vyzvou nielen pre vedu a integrovany vyskum, ale aj
pre environmentalnu a socialnu politiku i politiku priestorového planovania
a rozvoja. Aj o tom st prispevky v tomto &isle. Desaf dni v Johannesburgu
nemohlonechaf nikohona pochybéch o tom, Ze je to tloha este narocnejsia, nez
sme si mysleli pred summitom. Robif si iluzie, Ze to p&jde Iahko, by bolo ovela
horsie, ako si priznaf tvrdi realitu.

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The Environment after Johannesburg

The first World Summit on Sustainable Development, realized at the turn of
August and September 2002 in the South-African Johannesburg, was a follow
up of the Earth Summit held in Rio de Janeiro 10 years ago. The preparation of
the Johannesburg Summit was closely connected with an evaluation process
called Rio+10. Also for this reason, these two events cannot be separated, rather
they should be compared. In spite of many superlatives that were given to the
World Summit (more participating countries and accredited participants than
in Rio, unprecedented participationof representativesfrom non-governmental
organizations as well as businessmen, organization on high level etc.), this one
was behind the historical significance of the Earth Summit 10 years ago. The
Conferencein Rio was the first world event of such a complex orientation and
there were adopted five important documents. Participants of the Summit in
Johannesburg have also approved documents, such as Political declaration,
Plan of implementation or Partnerships Initiatives, but none of them can be
considered as a breakthrough.

Evaluationsof this event are different, sometimeseven contradictory. This is
documentedalso by articlesin thisjournalissue. Hardly anyone can be satisfied
with the outcomes of the Summit, but absolute disappointment is not on place
as well. In respect to a not very successful preparation of the Summit as well as
the present division of powers and attitudes in the world, better outcomes
could not be expected.

The first World Summit on Sustainable Development has finished, but the
everyday work on practical realization of the sustainability conceptionis stillin
its very beginning. It is not only about individual problems, but mainly about
their interrelations. This is a big challenge not only for science and integrated
research but also for environmental and social policy and policy of spatial
planing and development. Also the articles in this issue give this evidence.
Ten days in Johannesburg could not leave anyone in doubt that this is more
difficult task than we have thought before. Making illusions that it is easy
would be much worse than to admit tough reality.
