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Environmentdlna dimenzia regionalneho rozvoja

Problematika regiondlnej diferenciacie a regiondlneho rozvoja sa
v postsocialistickych krajindch oneskorene dostala do popredia zdujmu
odbornikov i politikov. Vo viacerych krajindch zdpadnej Eurépy ma re-
giondlny vyskum spojeny s regionalnou politikou dlhd tradiciu. V post-
socialistickych krajindch sa stal predmetom zdujmu predovsetkym v su-
vislosti s narastajucimi regionalnymi rozdielmi a integracnymi proces-
mi. V sucasnosti sa aktudlnost Studia regiondlnych problémov aich
rieSent coraz viac zvySuje pod tlakom socidlnych, ekonomickych, ale aj
environmentdlnych problémov sprevadzanych rastom regiondlnych dis-
parit.

Z vysledkov viacerych vyskumov vyplyva, Ze regiondlna diferencidcia
a vyrazné regionalne disparity su charakteristické pre stcasnu situdciu
v Cesku i na Slovensku. Na jednej strane sa sformovali rozvinuté regiony,
v ktorych prevlada synergické posobenie viacerych pozitivnych rozvojo-
vych faktorov, hoci ich environmentdlna situdcia nie je vzdy priazniva.
Na druhej strane sa sformovali zaostalé (malo rozvinuté) regiony, kde,
naopak, synergicky posobia viaceré nepriaznivé faktory. Disparity zasad-
nym spdsobom ovplyviiuju regiondlny vyvoj a vyzaduju aplikdciu ucin-
nych ndstrojov a politik na redukovanie medziregionalnych rozdielov, ako
aj aplikdciu novych stratégii efektivneho rozvoja.

Summit Zeme v Riu de Janeiro (1992) nasmeroval dvahy o rozvoji na
pristupy smerujtce k ochrane environmentalnych hodnét. Hoci neskor,
na zaciatku 21. storocia, sa pozornost odbornikov zacala viac zameriavat
aj na socidlno-ekonomickeé a kultirne aspekty (udrzatelny rozvoj bol re-
definovany ako holisticky koncept o kvalite zivota), zivotné prostredie
zostava stdle jednou zo Styroch zakladnych oblasti udrzateIného rozvoja
v snahe hladat vyvaZené rieSenia.

Regionadlny rozvoj mozno chdpat ako subor socialno-ekonomickych
a kultarnych procesov, ktoré prebiehajui v prirodnom, clovekom vytvore-
nom, ale aj spoloc¢enskom prostredi urcitej oblasti. Procesy by mali pre-
biehat tak, aby reSpektovali a vhodne vyuzivali podmienky a zvlastnosti
tohto prostredia. Preto je doleZité zohladnovat v procesoch orientovanych
na regionalny rozvoj Siroké spektrum environmentdlnych aspektov, ¢i uz
ide o ochranu prirodnej krajiny, faktory environmentdlnych rizik, kvalitu
environmentdlnej infrastrutiry, ekologicki modernizdciu zamerand na
restrukturdciu vyroby a spotreby, na rozvoj a uplatriovanie cistych vyrob-
nych technoldgii, ekonomické ocenovanie prirodnych zdrojov, ale-
bo otazky strukturalnej danovej reformy, ¢i integrdcie environmentalnej
politiky do celkovej rozvojovej politiky regionov, resp. krajiny.
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Environmental dimension of regional development

Experts and politicians have realized the significance of the regional
differentiation and regional development in post-socialist countries with
a certain delay. In some Western European countries, regional research
is traditionally connected with regional policy. Meanwhile, in the post-
socialist countries regional research and regional development became
subjects of interest above all in connection with the increasing regional
disparities and integration processes. Regional problems are the theme
that becomes ever more topical under the pressure of social, economic
and environmental problems accompanied by increasing regional dis-
parities.

Some research results point to the fact that the regional differences
and pronounced regional disparities are typical for the present situation,
both in Czechia and Slovakia. On the one side, there are developed regi-
ons where favourable synergic effects of several developmental factors
prevail although their environmental situation is not always acceptable
and there are underdeveloped regions where the synergy of unfavourable
factors dominates. Disparities considerably affect the regional develop-
ment and require application of efficient tools and policies that should
reduce the inter-regional differences followed by application of new stra-
tegies for the efficient regional development.

The Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro (1992) steered the consideration
about development to approaches associated with the protection of envi-
ronmental values. Although later, at the beginning of the 21* century, the
attention of experts turned rather to socio-economic and cultural aspects
(sustainable development has been redefined as a holistic concept about
quality of life), the environment still remains one of the four basic areas
of sustainable development in efforts to deliver the win-win solutions.

Regional development can be interpreted as a set of socio-economic
and cultural processes that take place in the natural, man-created and
social environment of region. These processes should proceed in the way
of appropriate use and respect for the conditions and particularities of
such environment. Hence, it is important to take into account a wide
spectre of environmental aspects in processes oriented to regional deve-
lopment whether it is natural landscape protection, factors of environ-
mental risks, quality of environmental infrastructure, ecological moder-
nization targeted to restructuring of production and consumption, deve-
lopment and diffusion of clean technologies, economic evaluation of
natural resources or the overall developmental policy of regions or the
country.
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
