ako aj dokumentmi ochrany prirody a krajiny.

In analyzing the interactions between landscape ecol-
ogy and land use planning practice, it is necessary to
stress that in the Slovak Republic planning is just one of
the instruments of directing spatial development in land
use. Many other instruments are defined which elaborate
land-use planning documentation and territorial decision-
making. These should ensure appropriate interactions for
land use planning, and for such sector planning activities as
land consolidation, forest economic plans, water manage-
ment plans, and also for nature and landscape protection
documents.

Zakon ¢. 127/1994 Z. z. o posudzovani vplyvov na
Zivotné prostredie nadobudol i¢innost 1. 9. 1994 (neskor
bol novelizovany zakonom ¢. 391/2000 Z. z.). Okrem
posudzovania vplyvov ¢innosti na zivotné prostredie
(EIA) zaviedol, aj ked vo velmi jednoduchej forme,
poziadavky na strategické environmentalne hodnotenie
(SEA). Od 1. 2. 2006 vstipil do platnosti zdkon ¢. 24/2006
Z.z.,vktorom je rovnomerne upravené EIA aj SEA. Oba
postupy predstavujui komplexné vyhodnotenie vplyvov
navrhovanych strategickych dokumentov a ¢innosti na
zivotné prostredie pred ich schvalenim a povolenim.
Nenahradzaju povolenie ¢innosti podla osobitnych pred-
pisov alebo schvalenie strategického dokumentu. St iba
jednym z podkladov na vydanie povolenia (rozhodnutia)
¢innosti alebo na schvalenie strategického dokumentu.
Nenahrddzaju ani vyjadrenie, sihlas, stanovisko alebo
zavazny posudok dotknutych orgdnov Stdtnej spravy
podla osobitnych predpisov, avSak poskytuju priestor na
ich vydanie uz v jeho priebehu. Umoznuju Sirokd tucast
verejnosti, zapdjaju do posudzovania odbornikov, vyza-
duju spravidla variantné rieSenie. Oba procesy zahrnaju
Standardné principy a kroky posudzovania a hodnotenia
vplyvov na zivotné prostredie v stlade so smernicami
a dohovormi Eurépskej tinie v oblasti EIA a SEA.

V procese posudzovania vplyvov na zivotné prostredie
sa na Slovensku vo velkej miere uplatiiuju krajinnoeko-
logické metodiky, predovSetkym pri charakteristike pri-
rodného a socioekonomického prostredia vratane krajiny
a jej vlastnosti. Velmi vyznamné je urcovanie zranitelnosti
zloziek zivotného prostredia, ktoré tiez vychddza z krajin-
noekologickych metodik.
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Strategic Environmental Assessment
/ Environmental Impact Assessment

The first Slovak Environmental Impact Assessment
(EIA) Act - Act No. 127/1994 of Coll. on EIA - came into
force on September 1, 1994 (later changed by Act No.
391/2000 of Coll.). In place of the EIA, this law introduced
requirements for a strategic impact assessment (SEA),
albeit in a simplified form. The old abovementioned EIA
Act (No. 127/1994 of Coll.) was replaced by a new Act No.
24/2006 of Coll. on February 1, 2006, and here-in EIA and
SEA processes were balanced. These require complex ex-
pert and public assessment of the environmental impacts
of strategic documents before their approval, and also on
proposed activities before permission for their initiation
and location. However, they are only one set of criteria for
decision making and they do not replace verdicts, appro-
vals, standpoints or binding reviews by affected authorities
and state administrated specific regulations. They involve
broad public participation and also introduce experts
into all their procedures. Both processes involve standard
principles and steps, in harmony with all directives and
agreements of the European Union, within the EIA and SEA
fields. The main aim of the impact assessment, therefore,
is to ensure a high standard of environmental protection
and prevention.

EIA/SEA application in the Slovak Republic ensures
that landscape ecological methods are implemented at
a high level. This is especially important in the descrip-
tion of natural and social-economic conditions, includ-
ing all landscape aspects. Additionally, determination
of environmental component vulnerability, as a most
important part of EIA, is also created within landscape
ecological methods.
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
