Pietne miesta su stucastou krajinného priestoru a zivotného prostre-
dia. Slovo ,pieta” ma latinsky povod, znamend ,zboznu tuctu”, ale aj
spravodlivost, cit, stcit, poctivost, oddanost, vdacnost, vernost, lasku
a vlastenectvo. Tieto synonyma vyjadruju Siroké spektrum vyznamov
pietnych miest. Vzbudzuju dctu, vyjadruju spomienku a spritomnuju
minulé, prezité. Su spojené so zivotnymi cyklami, s clovekom, rodi-
nou, priatelmi, ale aj kultirou, nabozenstvom, slobodou a narodnou
identitou.

Jedna je fyzicky vyjadrend monumentmi slavinov, obeliskov, vi-
taznych oblikov, druhd jemne rozptylend v Strukture cintorinov.
Najmensou, eSte citatelnou mierkou piety su dlazobné kocky
v nemeckych mestdach s menami obeti holokaustu. Mozno si ich
nevéimnit, alebo povazovat za virtualne monumenty vypliiajice
mestské priestory. Cintoriny, ktoré mesto postupnym vyvojom vzalo
do svojho urbanneho narucia, zacali plnit takmer ulohu parkov.
St sucastou zelenych plic mesta, a zaroven odzami pokoja. Pietne
miesta v nas spajaju minulost s budicnostou, samotné hovoria skor
memento motri, aj carpe diem.

K pietnym miestam patria aj osamelé hroby, zvacsa vojakov, vlesoch
a krize ¢i pamatnicky obetiam nehdd popri cestach. Pietnym miestom
moze byt aj strom, skala, pramen, jazero, miesto na brehu rieky, ¢as-
to i hora. S prirodnymi utvarmi sa spdjaju ludské udalosti, tragédie
i uspechy. Harmonicky posobia kombindcie strom - kaplnka ¢i bozia
muka. Vrcholom symbiozy ludského diela s krajinou s kalvdrie, ktoré
vnimame ako vyznamné duchovné miesta, uc¢inkuju ako celok i ako
jednotlivé zastavenia.

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Evidences of Times - Places of Piety

Places of piety are the compartments of landscape and human
environment. The term”“piety” is of Latin origin, it means “pious re-
verence” as well as justice, emotion, pity, honesty, loyality, gratitude,
faithfulness, love and patriotism. These synonyms express a wide
spectrum of significance of places of piety. They evoke thoughtful-
nes, express memory and conjure the past up. They are connected
with life cycles, man, family as well as culture, religion, freedom
and national identity. We regard and honour those who had merit
in continuity of our being. Flower, plant, burning candle, marble
obelisk or another artistic element in places of piety are connected
with thoughtfulness.

Piety has different shapes. On one hand it is the social regard for
memory of authorities — giants of national history, on the other hand
the gently differentiated piety reflected in personal memories. It is
either physically expressed by monuments, obelisks, victorious archs,
either gentle dispersed in the structure of cemeteries. The smallest,
even readable measure of piety are the pavement cubes with the na-
mes of halocaust victims in German towns. It is possible not to pay
attention to them or consider them as virtual monuments for filling
up the town spaces. Cemeteries which have been taken gradually in
the urban arm of towns started to carry out the role of parks. They
are the compartments of green lungs of towns and the oases of peace.
Places of piety join the past and future in us, they say rather memento
mori, and carpe diem, too.

Places of piety are also single graves, mainly of soldiers in forests or
crosses and memorials to the traffic victims. A tree, rock, spring, lake,
sites on riverbanks, frequently mountain can be also a place of piety.
Natural formations are connected with human events, tragedies and
success. The combination of tree - chapel or God pain are in harmony.
The top of symbiosis of human work with landscape are Calvaries, we
accept them as significant spiritual sites, they act as a complex and
single stations, too.

The presented monotheme speaks to everybody because it affects
everbody. The November days are the symbol as well as occasion to
visit the places of piety, perceive the odour of chrysanthemums and
show respect for those who we honoured and loved.
