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Hodnotenie zmien vyuzitia krajiny

Dlhodobym zdujmom ludskej spolo¢nosti je uspokojovat jej
potreby, organizovat spolocensky Zivot a kultirnu krajinu tak, aby
vsetky poziadavky, produkty a funkcie boli napliané predovsetkym
efektivne. Principy ekonomickej efektivity vSak obycajne globalizuju
produkciu, funkcie a nasledne aj spotrebu a zivotny styl. Pozorujeme to
bezprostredne na dynamike a rozsahu zmien krajiny, ktoré sa priamo
dotykaju zivotného prostredia spolo¢nosti. Vystavba sidel a vodnych
diel, procesy rozsirovania zdstavby, komunikacii, ale aj odpadov a skla-
dok, intenzivne vyuzivanie alebo pustnutie polnohospodadrskej pody,
tazba a kalamity v lesoch, ale aj pestovanie a sukcesia drevin vytvaraju
alebo ovplyvnuju nase prostredie. Prirodzenym vedeckym motivom je
poznat ich pricinné suvislosti a dynamiku tychto zmien aj v kontexte
predikcie a projekcie dalSieho rozvoja. Dolezitym stimulom st viaceré
historické pisomné a kartografické zdznamy, ale aj moderné ndstroje
dialkového prieskumu Zeme, ktoré zaznamendvaju stav krajiny a jej
vyuzivanie. Evidencia vlastnictva a spdsobu vyuzivania krajiny doku-
mentuje dlhodoby spolocensky zaujem, ich administrativny a politicky
vyznam. Tato dokumentadcia o stave krajiny je jedineénym materidlom
na analyzu pri¢innych suvislosti, ktoré su rozhodujicimi hybnymi
silami zmien vyuZzivania krajiny. Ludské zdroje a ekonomicky kapital
boli vzdy primarnym impulzom k zmenam krajiny v kontexte riadiacich
systémov a prirodnych podmienok.

Sucasné nadnarodné zaujmy a dopady globalizacie ovplyvnuju
uniformitu urbanizovanych, ale aj vidieckych polnohospodarskych
aredlov. Svedcia o tom procesy suburbanizacie, prebiehajuce velmi
intenzivne, na rozdiel od extenzifikdcie vyuzivania az opustania polno-
hospodarskej pody. Vyznam ich pozndvania ndm pripomina historické
a kultirne dedic¢stvo. Diverzita krajiny a regionov ma korene nielen
v rozmanitosti prirodného prostredia, ale aj spolocenskych kultdr,
sposobov Zivota a v zachovavani tradi¢nych hodnoét. Tieto atributy
a principy st podnetné aj z hladiska harmonického spoloc¢enského roz-
voja. Analdgia poznania biologickej roznorodosti, vo vztahu ku kvalite
zivotnych podmienok a nasledného fungovania a stabilite (odolnosti
a vytrvalosti) biosveta, je vyzvou aj pre poznanie a zachovanie regio-
nalnej a krajinnej diverzity. Vyskum a hodnotenie zmien krajiny nas
motivuje aj v tomto kontexte.

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Assessment of Land Use Changes

Long-term interest of human society is to satisfy its needs, organize
social life and cultural landscape in such a way that all demands, products
and functions were supplied effectively. Principles of economical efficien-
cy globalize the production, function and consequently also consumption
and style of life. We can see it directly in the dynamics and scope of
landscape changes influencing the human environment of society. Our
environment is formed and influenced by building of settlements and
water works, process of increase of built-up areas, communications as
well as wastes and dumps, intensive use or devastation of agricultural
land, mining and forest disasters as well as cultivation and succession
of tree species. Natural scientific motive is to know their causal nexus
and dynamics of these changes also in prediction and projection of
further development. Historical and cartographic records as well as the
modern tools of remote sensing of the Earth recording the status of the
landscape and its use are important stimuli, too. Evidence of the ow-
nership and mood of land use document the long-term social interest,
their administrative and political importance. This documentation of
the state of the landscape is a unique material of the analysis of causal
nexuses that are significant moving power of land use changes. Human
resources and economical capital were always the primary impulse of
landscape changes, in the context of the systems of management and
natural conditions.

The present supranational interests and the globalization influence
the uniformity of urbanized as well as rural agricultural areas. The
process of suburbanization carrying out very intensively give evidence
about it in contradiction to extensification of use up to abandonment of
agricultural landscape. The importance of their knowledge put histori-
cal and cultural heritage into our mind. Diversity of the landscape and
regions has its root not only in diversity of natural environment but in
social cultures, ways of life and conservation of traditional values. The-
se attributes and principles are stimulating also from the viewpoint of
harmonic social development. Analogy of the knowledge of biological
diversity, in relationship to the quality of life conditions and consequent
functioning and stability (resistence and persistence) of the bioworld,
is a challenge also for the knowledge and conservation of regional and
landscape diversity. Also in this context we are motivated by research
and assessment of landscape changes.
