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Buducnost vidieka

Vidiek zabera priestor medzi mestami a ucelenymi komplexmi lesnej krajiny.
Tvori celostnu siet mensich fudskych sidel a technickych diel, obklopenych
polnohospodarsky vyuzivanou krajinou. Vidiecka krajina ma davne historické
zazemie, pociatky jej formovania spadaju do neolitu. Jej dominantnou funkciou
je polnohospoddrska vyroba a produkcia potravin, ¢o je rozhodujuci faktor
existencie ¢loveka a spolocnosti. Preto poda a tzemia boli od minulosti az po
sucasnost predmetom hospodarskeho zaujmu, ale aj lokdlnych sporov i medzi-
narodnych konfliktov. Vidiecka krajina prechddzala v historii vlastnickymi zme-
nami, procesmi rozdelovania i scelovania, ale aj zmenami polnohospodarskych
technologii. Tieto zmeny su prirodzené, alternativne a su odrazom socioekono-
mickych fenoménov fudskej spolo¢nosti. Uspech a rozvoj striedaju stagndcie
alebo pady, kedy sa hladajui vychodiska a cesty racionalneho rieSenia.

Aj v obdobi poslednych dvadsiatich rokov prechddza vidiecka krajina
a vidiecke sidla Slovenska vyraznymi zmenami. Existujtce pristupy a pod-
porné programy su zamerané dvomi smermi. Obnova a revitalizdcia nesd
znaky a hodnoty tradicii v pestovatelskych a spracovatelskych technoldgiach,
v kultdre, architektire, gastronomii, remeslach i v zdhradnych a parkovo-
-architektonickych dpravach. Druha linia premeny dediny smeruje k prog-
resivnemu rozvoju, novatorstvu, modernizacii vo vsetkych horeuvedenych
smeroch. ZreteIné su prvky a snahy o priblizenie sa hodnotdm, trovni byvania
a zivotného Standardu v mestach. Dediny ¢asto nadobtidaji novu tvar, do ich
Struktiry sa premietaju idey environmentdlnej kvality, ekologickej stability,
progresivnej architektiry domov, obnovy a premeny verejnych priestranstiev,
tvorby kultirneho a estetického prostredia cestou parkovych tuprav, rozvoja
cestovného ruchu a agroturizmu.

Nesmieme pritom zabudntit, Ze dedina je reprezentativnym vidieckym sidlom
nielen slovenského, ale celého eur6pskeho priestoru. Ma svoje historické zaze-
mie, nesie znaky minulosti, ktoré maju charakter kultirneho dedicstva. Kazdy
region slovenského vidieka je odlisny, neopakovatelny. Je produktom relativneho
ohranicenia, ale tiez obohateny o prvky komunikdcie so susednymi regionmi. Ak
vyslovime mena regionov ako Tekov, Hont, Turiec, Liptov, Orava ¢i Slovacko alebo
Valassko na Morave, citime v nich odli$né znaky, ale aj odlisn€é a velmi bohaté
hodnoty. Dedina by sa nemala branit rozvoju a osvojovaniu si progresivnych
prvkov stcasnosti. Nesmie zabudntit na zachovanie znakov a hodnot minulosti,
ktoré sa formovali tvorivym myslenim a rukami jej obyvatelov pocas dlhého
historického obdobia.

V hlavnych prispevkoch monotémy je snaha predstavit existujici stav
vidieka, teoretické vychodiska a zasadné pristupy jeho obnovy a rozvoja,
uviest tiez priklady rieSeni s tradi¢nym i novodobym pristupom, pripadne
hybridnym systémom.

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Future of the Countryside

The countryside fulfils the space between the cities and the complexes of the
forested landscape. It represents a compact network of the lesser settlements
and technical constructions, which are surrounded by the agriculturally used
landscape. The countryside landscape has deep historical roots - its forming is
dating back to the Neolithic period. Its major function is to produce foodstuffs,
what is ultimate factor for existence of mankind and its society. Therefore, some
lands and territories have been the subject of economic concern and various local
controversies or even international conflicts. In the course of time, the country-
side landscape has undergone various changes in ownership, management and
applied agricultural measures. These changes are natural and reflect particular
socioeconomic phenomena of human society. The success and boom alternate
with decline or collapse, when the ways of reasonable solution are looked for.

Countryside landscape and settlements in Slovakia have undergone no-
ticeable changes also in the last two decades. The existing approaches and
supporting programs are focused in two directions. Recovery and revitalization
of countryside carry features and values of traditions included in production
and processing technologies, culture, architecture, gastronomy, handicrafts
and gardening as well as park-architectonic arrangement. The second way
how the village is changed lies in progressive development, innovation and
modernization of all above mentioned aspects. There is an evident tendency to
approach the urban housing and life standards. The villages are often getting
a new face. To their structure, there are projected the ideas of environmental
quality, ecological stability, progressive house architecture, recovery and
transformation of public space, creation of cultural and aesthetic environment
by park arrangement, development of tourists and agrotourism.

Nevertheless, we can’t forget that the village is a representative countryside
settlement not only in Slovakia, but in the entire European region. It has its own
historical background, it carries the signs of the past, which have the character
of cultural heritage. Every single region of the Slovakian countryside is distinct
and unrepeatable. It is a product of relative isolation, but on the other hand, it is
also enriched by communication with the neighbouring regions. When saying
the names of the regions as Tekov, Hont, Turiec, Liptov, Orava or Slovacko and
Valassko (Wallachian) in the Moravia, we can feel different features and specific
values. A village should not defend against development and adoption of prog-
ressive contemporary features. At the same time, it cannot forget to conserve
features and values of the past, which were formed by creative thinking and
the hands of its inhabitants during a long historical period.

The main papers of this monothematic issue are aimed to introduce the
contemporary state of the countryside, theoretical background and essential
approaches to its recovery and development, case studies using the traditional,
innovative or even combined approaches.
