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Kultarne dedicstvo

Dediéstvo nasich predkov tvori pokladnica hodnét, tsilia, umenia, vedecké-
ho poznania, ale aj technickej a remeselnej zrucnosti, ktoré clovek vyprodukoval
a uplatnil. Je to aj forma a spdsob vyuzivania prirodnych zdrojov a pretvarania
krajiny pre uspokojenie potrieb spolo¢nosti.

Aj clovekom nedotknuté a nezmenené kuty krajiny tvoria dedicstvo prirod-
nych procesov a dejov ako priestor poznania, vzdeldvania, vedeckého vyskumu,
ochrany a zachovania. Z uvedeného ndm vychadza zretelna delba dedi¢stva na
prirodné, prirodno-kultirne a kultrne, pricom vsetky si zasluhuji pozornost.
Dnes chceme pontuknut struény pohlad na prvky kultarneho dedicstva ako pro-
duktov tvorivého myslenia ¢loveka v naSom stredoeurépskom priestore, resp.
na Slovensku a v Cesku.

Legislativa a medzindrodné dohovory zastresené v organizacii UNESCO po-
davaju pomerne vycerpavajucu klasifikaciu prvkov kultirneho dedicstva. Mno-
hé z nich maji nadnarodny vyznam a dosah, dokumentuja tvorivit schopnost
a dejinnt vyznamnost Tudstva na Zemi. Mnohé maju kontinentalny, regionalny
alebo narodny (Statny) charakter. VSetky majit svoj vyznam a opodstatnenost.
Clovek svojim dlhodobym posobenim nahromadil vrstvy historickych skise-
nosti a dokumentov od najstarsich dob az po sticasnost.

Tento kultirny odkaz nasich predkov sa odraza v krajine, v jej zlozkach a
prvkoch. Prejavuje sa v oblasti byvania, prace, ale aj spolocenskej nadstavby,
umenia, kultary, ideoldgie a organizacie Iudskej spolocnosti. Je len na nas, ako
si vieme vazit Zivé stopy minulych generacii, ako ich vieme zachovat, starat sa o
ne a prezentovat ich st¢asnym aj budtcim generaciam. Produkty tvorivej prace
cloveka z kazdej historickej doby st nielen objektmi poznania, informacii, inspi-
racii, ale aj poucenia pre ¢innost sucasnych generacii a formovania ich kultiirnej
vyspelosti.

Zachovanie a kontinudlna starostlivost o kultarnu krajinu v jej multifunké-
nej skladbe a vyuzivani musi byt stcastou kultirnej politiky kazdého Statu.
Preto je ziaduce periodické hodnotenie aj tohto aspektu zivotného prostredia v
zaujme prezentovania tspechov, ktoré st reflexiou zodpovednej starostlivosti a
tcty spolocnosti o tvorivé diela minulych generacii. Na druhej strane je potrebné
pomenovat nahromadené problémy, identifikovat chyby a rezervy a definovat
ciele, vizie a cesty mozného riesenia pre stcasné i buduce generacie. Prezento-
vané prispevky pontkaji pohlad do prvkov kultirneho dedicstva tzv. exterié-
rového typu, alokované v krajine s akcentom na sidelné a vyrobné priestory, na
polnohospodarsku krajinu a niektoré technické diela.
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Cultural heritage

Heritage of our ancestors comprises values, effort, art, scientific knowledge,
but also technical and craft skills that man produced and applied. It is also a
form and method of use of natural resources and adjustment of the landscape to
meet the needs of society.

Even those parts of landscape unaffected by man represent the heritage of
natural processes and events as an area of knowledge, education, scientific re-
search, protection and conservation. As is clear from the above, natural, natural-
cultural and cultural can be distinguished, and all of them require some atten-
tion. Today we offer a brief look at the elements of cultural heritage as a product
of creative thinking of man in Central Europe respectively in Slovakia and the
Czech Republic.

Legislation and international conventions included in UNESCO define the
elements of cultural heritage in detail. Many of them have transnational rele-
vance and impact, document the creative ability and historical significance of
humankind on Earth. Many have continental, regional, or national (state) char-
acter. All have some meaning and relevance. Man, during his long effort, accu-
mulated layers of historical experience and documents from the earliest times to
the present. This cultural message of our ancestors is expressed in the landscape,
respectively in its components and elements.

It is reflected in housing, work, but also in the social superstructure, art, cul-
ture, ideology and organization of human society. It is just up to us, how we ap-
preciate living traces of previous generations, how we are able to preserve and
take care for them, and present them to the current and future generations. Prod-
ucts of creative works of man from each historical period are not only objects of
knowledge, information, inspiration, but even guidance for current generations
and formation of their cultural maturity.

Preservation and continuous care for cultural landscape in its multifunction-
al composition and use must be part of the cultural policy of each state. Periodic
assessment of this aspect of the environment is therefore desirable to present
achievements that are a reflection of responsible care and respect of society to
the creative work of previous generations. On the other hand, it is necessary to
name the accumulated problems, identify errors and reserves and define goals,
visions and ways of possible solutions for current and future generations. Pre-
sented contributions offer insight into the elements of cultural heritage of so-
called exterior type located in the landscape with an emphasis on settlements,
industrial spaces, agricultural land and some technical work.
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
