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Krajina ako kultarny fenomén

V sticasnosti sme svedkami a zarover aj spolutvorcami revolucnej transformacie
krajiny. Nikdy predtym ludska aktivita nespdsobila také rozsiahle dynamické
socialno- a kultirno-priestorové zmeny. Spolu s kvantitativnymi zmenami je
krajina tiez ovplyvnena zmenami kvalitativnej povahy, vyplyvajucimi z globa-
lizacie, fragmentacie a zjednocovania (unifikacie) kultary. Kultrna krajina sa
formovala pocas niekolkych tisicro¢i a v sucasnosti je predmetom mimoriad-
ne rychlej transformacie. Ta okrem iného vyplyva z rozsiahlej tazby surovin,
zmeny tradi¢ného hospodarenia na pode na velkoplosné, s vyraznym podielom
energetickych vstupov a pouzitim zlozitych technolégii, z rozsirovania miest
a suburbannej krajiny, a teda aj mestského sposobu Zivota, ako aj z prepajania
krajiny technickymi liniovymi prvkami. Vyrazne sa zvacsuju oblasti masového
cestovného ruchu, ktoré donedavna mali prevazne prirodny charakter, buduju
sa velkoplosné komercéné celky a komplexy na travenie volného casu, rozvija
sa rozsiahla dopravna infrastruktara. Postupne sa v niektorych oblastiach for-
muje vyrazne technizovana krajina, redukuje sa rozloha krajiny s dominantnym
zastipenim prirodnych prvkov, rozsiruju sa arealy po tazbe a postindustridlne
oblasti a izemia s nepriaznivymi a casto neudrzatelnymi (¢lovekom vytvoreny-
mi) podmienkami na zivot. V 21. storoci sa proces spotreby, vratane spotreby
prirodnych zdrojov, stdva masovym javom, je coraz menej kontrolovatelny, re-
gulovatelny a, prirodzene, zniZuje sa predvidatelnost jeho vyvoja.

Kulttrna krajina predstavuje otvoreny, prirodno-antropogénny systém, ktory
je vysledkom po6sobenia ¢loveka a spolo¢nosti v Case a priestore. Cas a priestor
pritom predstavuji dve najdolezitejSie univerzalne dimenzie, v ktorych prirod-
né a Tudské sily spolocne formujii a permanentne pretvaraju prirodna krajinu
na krajinu kultarnu. Civiliza¢no-kultdrne procesy spojené s vyvojom krajiny
sa dostavaju do popredia zaujmu Sirokého spektra odbornikov. Nakolko kul-
tarna krajina je vysledkom interakcie socialnokultirnych a prirodnych proce-
sov, okrem tradicného zaujmu o (kultirnu) krajinu zo strany prirodovednych
odborov sa v ostatnych desatrociach zacina prejavovat aj zaujem viacerych
spolocenskovednych disciplin a vednych odborov, zaoberajtcich sa ¢lovekom
a jeho spravanim. Predkladané cislo ¢asopisu prezentuje tivahy o krajine ako
kultdrnom fenoméne, pokusa sa reflektovat kultirnu krajinu z pohladu krajin-
nej architektary a kulttrnej geografie a v niekol'kych sttdiach analyzuje priciny
a procesy transformacie kultarnej krajiny v 21. storoci na vybranych tizemiach
Ceska a Slovenska.

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Landscape as a cultural phenomenon

We are currently witnesses and co-builders of revolutionary landscape trans-
formation. Never before has human activity caused such dynamic social and
cultural spatial change. In addition to quantitative change, landscape is also af-
fected by qualitative change from globalisation, fragmentation and unification
of culture. The cultural landscape has been shaped over several thousand years
and it is now undergoing rapid transformation. This results especially from in-
tensive extraction of raw materials, agricultural intensification involving change
of traditional land husbandry to large-scale economy with related increased en-
ergy inputs and the use of complex technologies, increased urban and subur-
ban landscapes and the associated lifestyle, and landscape interconnection with
traffic infrastructure. Extensive infrastructure is increasingly being developed in
previously natural green expanses to cater for new mass tourism areas, large-
scale commercial complexes and leisure-time complexes. Some regions are also
experiencing gradual formation of a highly technicised landscape. Landscapes
areas with predominant natural elements have been reduced by post-mining
and post-industrial areas and unfavourable and human-created areas with
unsustainable living conditions. While the 21st century has brought the mass
phenomenon of consumption, including consumption of natural resources, this
process is increasingly unpredictable, less adjustable and controllable.

The cultural landscape is an open, natural-anthropogenic system resulting from
the interaction of man and society in time and space. Time and space are the
two most important universal dimensions where combined natural and human
forces form, and permanently transform the natural landscape into the cultural
landscape. Civilisation-cultural processes associated with the development of
the landscape are currently of major interest to a wide range of professionals. Be-
cause the cultural landscape results from interaction of socio-cultural and natu-
ral processes, in addition to the traditional interest in cultural landscape by natu-
ral scientists, there is also increasing interest of societal and related disciplines
addressing man and his behaviour which has become obvious over the last dec-
ades. This journal edition therefore specifies research which reflects landscape
as a cultural phenomenon, studies which address the cultural landscape from
the viewpoint of landscape architecture and cultural geography, and articles
which analyse the causes and processes of cultural landscape transformation in
selected areas of Czechia and Slovakia in the 21st century.
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
