I have a difficult task ahead of me, to inform you
of the news that, after the publication of the 54th year, we have decided to sus-
pend the publication of the journal. The society-wide situation forced us to do
so. The primary reason was not financial deficiency, nor the interest of readers,
but above all, the interest of authors. The problem about authors’ engagement
are efficiency criteria of scientific activity, which placed publishing in profes-
sional journals at the lowest rank. It has been very difficult in recent times and
often impossible to fill the monothematic issues of the magazine, so after a long
hesitation, we came to this difficult decision.

We presented various aspects of the environment in the pages of this journal.
We focused not only on the natural aspect, but also on the cultural-historical and
socio-economic aspects of the environment. Topics dealing with technological
issues of the environment, legislation and environmental education also found
a place here. Monothemes were always selected because of the themes’ topical-
ity, which was indicated on the need to solve current social and environmental
problems. An important factor in choosing a topic was also the readers’ interest
in the issue. In addition to expertise, we also tried to maintain the diversity and
variety of topics. We tried to do that in our last issue, which is in your hands. It
deals with the environment as an object of interdisciplinary research. With the
presented contributions, we try to point out how wide and diverse the environ-
mental issue is. It covers issues from monitoring and evaluation of individual
compounds of the living environment, through a comprehensive assessment of
the landscape, its ecosystems, and its biodiversity, to the technological aspects of
the environment. Devoted to this are the supplies of this last issue.

Writing an editorial for the terminating issue is one of the saddest tasks I
have ever undertaken in my function in this workplace, but unfortunately, it is
no longer possible to keep the journal in this form and in the current conditions.
In conclusion, I would like to thank all those who participated in the success
of the magazine, especially Prof. Ruzicka and Prof. Hrnéiarova, for whom the
journal was a matter of the heart. I would also thank all the editors, members of
the editorial boards and especially the authors and reviewers, thanks to whom
the magazine was very popular. We firmly believe that we will see its renewal. I
am optimistic and I believe that the journal will come to life again in time. Thank
you all and good luck!
